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On April 7, the Douglas County Board of 
Commissioners, sitting as the Redevelopment 
Agency, approved funding for two projects for 
Genoa. !e Genoa Destination Main Street 
Landscaping project will improve pedestrian 
access, parking, street crossings, lighting and 
signage, and move overhead utility lines 
underground. Funding for the project is 
$ 1 , 5 1 4 , 2 5 0 a n d w i l l c o m e f r o m t h e 
Redevelopment Agency capital budget for $scal 
year 2011-12. Respecting the history and 
uniqueness of Genoa while making it more 
beautiful and user-friendly. Improvements will 
bene$t people living and work in the area, make 
it a better place for existing and future 
businesses and improve tourism. 

!e second complementary project is Phase I 
of the Genoa Trail: A 1.3-mile path for 
pedestrians and bicyclists from David Walley’s 
Resort north to Genoa just past Carson Street, 
across from the Trimmer Outpost. Design work 
is already underway. 

!e south end of the trail will be on Walley’s property and 
the resort will encourage trail users to park their vehicles in 
its lot. Walley’s also plans to open a welcome center in the 
heart of Genoa. A signi$cant length of the trail will be on 
property owned by !e Nature Conservancy, which will 
grant an easement at no cost. !e US Forest Service will be 
asked to grant a Special Use Permit for a short portion of 
the trail on land that it manages. Connecting David Walley’s 
Resort to Genoa with a walking and bike path is a high 
priority for the Town and one of its Strategic Planning 
objectives. Estimated cost to design and build Phase I of the 
Genoa Trail is $625,000 and will come from the 

Redevelopment Capital Projects budget for $scal years 
2010-11 and 2011-12. Phase II of the Genoa Trail is a 1.4-
mile segment from Genoa to !e Nature Conservancy’s 
Whit Hall Center east of town on Genoa Lane. 

!ese accomplishments are largely the result of ongoing 
work by the “Posse,” the Genoa Destination team headed by 
champion Genoa Town Board Member and Vice Chair, Dave 
Whitgob and including Randy Falcke, Chad Coons, Dan 
Aynesworth, Genoa Town Manager Sheryl Gonzales, and 
the Economic Vitality Manager, Lisa Granahan. !ey began 
work in August 2010, and have made signi$cant progress.

Concerns have been raised regarding loose 
dogs in the Town of Genoa and what can be 
done about it. Douglas County Animal Services 
(DCAS) wants to help.

Douglas County doesn't have a “leash law,” but 
there is an “at large law” requiring all dogs to be 
in the immediate direction and control of their 
owner (DCC 6.16.010.). Dog owners must also 

have a current dog license tag – available with 
rabies vaccination certi$cation – attached to a 
dog's collar or worn by the dog with a similar 
device. !e license fee for dogs that are spayed 
or neutered is $8 and $25 if they are not.
